Candidate
selected by the department search committee will be asked to provide a scholarly
writing (or thesis) for the interpretation of the repertoire from one of the above
concerts.

Applicants applied as prize winners of international competitions are required to
submit a minimum of three conducting concerts with no less than 60 minutes of
music. Candidate selected by the department search committee will be asked to
provide a scholarly writing (or thesis) for the interpretation of the repertoire from
one of the above concerts.
